Assist the Head Group Teacher/Group Teacher with planning, developing, and implementing

developmentally appropriate lessons and activities, including, but not limited to, literacy, arts,

math, cooking, science, outdoor/indoor recreation, field trips, etc.

Assist the Head Group Teacher/Group Teacher with the planning, development, and

implementation of student assessments and work sampling.

Guide students in their academic growth.

Actively communicate with and engage parents/guardians and families, and work with the

Head Group Teacher/Group Teacher on effective communication strategies.

Work as a supportive team member within the Early Childhood Learning Center and the

YMCA Branch.
